Dr. Jodie Hogan has been a professor in the Department
of World Languages at Anne Arundel Community
College for the past eleven years. She co-authored the
activities manual Energize, Engage, Excite: 23
Activities to Liven Up Your World Language Classroom
for Teacher’s Discovery and teaches the Methods of
Teaching World Language course for AACC’s Teach
Institute. She holds a Doctorate in Curriculum and
Instruction from Liberty University, a Master’s in Intercultural Communication from UMBC, and
a Master’s in Education from Gratz College.

Before joining the community college full-time, Dr. Hogan taught Spanish at South River High
School for fourteen years. During her time there, she was named Anne Arundel County Public
Schools Teacher of the Year in 2013, was a finalist for Maryland State Teacher of the Year and
was honored as the Maryland Foreign Language Association Teacher of the Year in 2012.

Dr. Hogan is deeply passionate about innovative teaching methods and is committed to creating
meaningful, student-centered learning experiences. She frequently shares her instructional
strategies at state, regional, and national conferences. Outside the classroom, she enjoys traveling
to Spanish-speaking countries, enriching her instruction with authentic cultural perspectives.
